WHAT DID I DO TO HELP ME UNDERSTAND?
· I read the words more than one time.

· I put on my invisible brakes to help me go slowly.
· I put on my invisible thinking cap and thought hard.

· I put on my invisible zoom-in glasses and looked closely at the pictures.

· I put on my invisible de-coding ring and looked carefully at the words.

· I used my invisible encyclopedia to look up what else I know.

· Do I know something about the author?

· Do the words or pictures remind me of a movie I’ve seen?

· Do the words or pictures remind me of a television show?

· Have I ever known any people who acted this way?

· Have I ever felt this way, myself?

· I asked myself, “If I keep reading, will my understanding grow?”

· I made a good guess about what was going to come next.
(Early reading teaching is about modeling and teaching what good readers do--and motivating children to want to read.)
